2017 Law Changes E

Any Foul that involves contact is now a
Direct Free Kick

DOGSOz Can now be a Caution (Yellow
Card) rather than a send off (Red Card) In
some circumstances

Offside Kick now taken from point of the
offence (even if in the other half)



Oftside — Reterees’ Instruction Eg
1. Rememberz If an attacking player, who
IS In an offside position, does not touch
the ball or interfere with play and a
second attacking player, who came from
an onside position, then plays the ball
there is no offside offence
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touched or passed by a team mate so
once a defender plays at the ball then
usually all players are onside



Language — Referees’ Instruction Eg

1. The most Red Cards in 2010, 2011, 2012
2013 & 2014 came from inappropriate
language

2. Lawz a player shall be sent off for using
offensive, insulting or abusive language
and/or gestures

3. A sensible approach is to be taken but
Inappropriate language Is not to be
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to be applied.



Language — Referees’ Instruction Eg

4. For example

A Swearing under breath is at least a verbal
warning (on first occasion)

A Swearing that can be heard from sideline
Is at least a Yellow Card

A Swearing at Match officials or opposition
players is a Red Card

A The use of C**t or Cheat is totally
unacceptable and is a send off in any
circumstance



Language — Referees’ Instruction E

A Blasphemy is considered offensive within
the BFQ competition
A As the BFQ is a ministry competition
some consideration is appropriate if you
can see a genuine effort being made but
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continued poor behavior



Dissent — Referees’ Instruction Eg
1.A Player who is guilty of dissent by
protesting (verbally or non-verbally)
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cautioned

2.The Captain of a team has no special
status or privileges but has a degree
of responsibility for the behavior of
their team (see Law 3)



Dissent — Referees’ Instruction E
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followed In relation to player Dissent
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applied to Team Officials as required

Protect our Assistant Referees from
ANY Dissent



Tackles — Referees’ Instruction E
1.A Player may not tackleor challenge
IN @ manner considered to be

careless, reckless, or by using
excessive force
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tackle



Tackles — Referees’ Instruction E
3. Our priority Is to protect players.

Make sure iIf a Tackle is Reckless a card
IS shown

Process should be to think about
whether free kick or not and If a free
kick Is a sanction also

required.



Match Time <%
— Referees’ Instruction i‘

During the regular season our matches
are 45 mins each half plus injury time

Many referees are not adding even 1
minute of injury time per half

This Is unacceptable and needs to
cease
